Pharaoh feared the Israelites’ growing population and ordered
every newborn Hebrew boy thrown into the Nile (Exodus 1:22).

C Pharaoh’s daughter

Pharaoh’s daughter found the basket among the reeds and had
compassion on the baby (Exodus 2:5-6).

C A burning bush

God spoke to Moses from a bush that burned but was not
consumed on Mount Horeb (Exodus 3:2-4).

C IAMWHOIAM

God said to Moses, | AM WHO | AM," and told him to tell Israel that
' AM' sent him (Exodus 3:14).

C Aaron

God appointed Aaron, Moses' brother, to speak on his behalf
because Moses said he was not eloquent (Exodus 4:14-16).

B Gnats (lice)

The third plague turned the dust into gnats (or lice in some
translations) throughout all Egypt (Exodus 816-17).

B Death of the firstborn

The tenth plague, the death of every firstborn in Egypt, finally
broke Pharaoh's resistance (Exodus 12:29-31).

C Lamb's blood

Each family slaughtered a lamb and put its blood on their
doorposts so the Lord would pass over their homes (Exodus 127,
13).

B A strong east wind

Moses stretched out his hand and the Lord drove the sea back
with a strong east wind all night (Exodus 14:21).

C Manna

God provided manna, a bread-like substance that appeared on
the ground each morning (Exodus 16:14-15).
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B He struck the rock with his staff

God told Moses to strike the rock at Horeb with his staff, and
water came out for the people to drink (Exodus 17:5-6).

C Mount Sinai

God gave the Ten Commandments to Moses on Mount Sinai
(Exodus 19-20).

B You shall have no other gods before me

The first commandment is 'You shall have no other gods before
me' (Exodus 20:3).

C A golden calf

Aaron made a golden calf from the people’s gold jewelry, and
they worshiped it (Exodus 32:2-4).

B He threw the stone tablets and broke them

Moses' anger burned and he threw the two tablets out of his
hands, breaking them at the foot of the mountain (Exodus 32:19).

C Stone tablets

The commandments were written by the finger of God on two
tablets of stone (Exodus 31:18).

B The Tabernacle

God gave Moses detailed instructions to build the Tabernacle as
a place where His presence would dwell among the people
(Exodus 25-27).

C The stone tablets of the Law

Moses placed the tablets of the covenant law inside the Ark
(Exodus 25:16, 40:20).

B A pillar of cloud

The Lord went ahead of them in a pillar of cloud by day and a
pillar of fire by night (Exodus 13:21).

B Aaron and Hur

Aaron and Hur held up Moses' hands, one on each side, so Israel
prevailed in battle (Exodus 17:12).
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
